• Cut greenhouse gas emissions by at least:-

• 80% by 2050, against the 1990-95 baseline.

• De-carbonised electricity generation by 2030.

• 80% of demand from renewables by 2020 
backed up by CCS

• 10% of the Scottish economy low carbon by 
2015

• Regulatory table covering CCS permits.
• Mock project used to test regulations.
• Independent chairperson and facilitators.
• Government & developer presentations.
• Open & frank discussion at each workshop.
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Key Workshop stages

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• Regulatory framework is generally fit-for-purpose

• Effective management of the regulatory framework will 
be crucial to handling of demonstration projects globally

• Co-operation and joint working across Government 
departments and regulators will be essential

• Early stakeholders engagement is key to streamlining 
the regulatory process and improving design

• Public engagement across whole project is a key issue

KEY FINDINGS 
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BENEFITS GAINED 

• Creates and builds trust between participants.

• Develops a shared understanding of the roles and 
timelines of the whole CCS project chain.

• Informs the public: demonstrates regulations in 
place to the protect environment and comply with 
planning and H&S obligations. 

• Can raise public awareness and encourage 
shared understanding.

REGULATORY TEST TOOLKIT
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PROJECT MONITORING BOARD

Overall objective to facilitate the consenting of the 
full CCS chain for the specified project by:

• bringing together the project developer and 
regulators across the full chain 

• raising awareness, monitoring progress and 
identifying means to resolve issues (technical, 
environmental, legal or planning) 

• working to help consenting decisions to be 
delivered in a timely manner to meet the 
defined project timeline. 
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CONCLUDING REMARKS
• Scotland’s work has given a documented formula for this 

process that is now available to help other Member 
States

• The Toolkit will make the process much shorter for any 
subsequent countries 

• Other countries could implement this differently, 
depending on their situation, but the principle is sound: 
– bringing all the regulators together with stakeholders 

well in advance of the first permits, to look at the 
timetable and requirements will save time later and 
may help build confidence among key interested 
parties

• We are not here only to tell a story about Scotland and 
the UK, but to propose real assistance to our peers in 
other Member States. If one project fails or is troubled, it 
impacts on CCS projects everywhere!
